二、申請方法

4. 授權流程：CIC送CI Letter(列有申請人姓名、服務單位及地址) 至TSMC核准，CIC始能啟動下載權限，所需時間約二週。固定於每月月初送上個月的申請名單，如有緊急需求，建議您提早申請。

三、注意事項

1. 申請製程資料採用一年一簽，使用期限自即日起至95年1月31日止。

2. 教授因教學或研究申請製程，可授權參與的學生使用製程，惟須提供一份「授權學生名單」附切結書予中心備查。如果沒有授權，學生無法申請晶片製作。每一位被授權使用製程的學生對教授簽同意書，請交由教授保管存查。
3. 教授及學生除詳閱並應遵守同意書各項條款內容，對製程及相關資料盡保密義務，即使課程或計畫結束，或因離職或畢業離開學校亦同。
4. 教授及學生因申請中心所提供的各類製程，有義務配合中心每半年至學校瞭解製程使用及管控情形。
5. 教授及學生因使用中心所提供的各類製程而發表論文，論文中應提及CIC及原廠商(例如TSMC, UMC, GCTC, 及WIN)。
6. 申請TSMC 0.13製程，研究計畫係指教授申請國家型計畫或國科會計畫，預計使用此製程產出晶片實作與相關成果。計畫不限個數，其執行年限不限一年，惟同意書及授權學生名單附切結書一年一簽。

TSMC NONDISCLOSURE AGREEMENT
1. 
The Confidential Information shall mean information that is disclosed by the disclosing party (“Discloser”) to the receiving party (“Recipient”) pursuant to this Agreement, including but not limited to, technical, business, financial and marketing information.
2.
This Agreement shall be effective and shall govern the disclosure of all Confidential Information between the parties for one (1) year from the Effective Date, unless sooner terminated by either party by giving at least thirty (30) days of prior written notice to the other.  The duty of the Recipient to protect the Confidential Information expires one (1) year from the date of disclosure, and shall survive and continue after any termination or expiration of this Agreement.

3. 
The Recipient shall protect the Confidential Information by using the same degree of care, but no less than a reasonable degree of care, as the Recipient uses to protect its own confidential information of like importance, to prevent unauthorized use, dissemination to any employees of the Recipient without a need to know, communication to any third party or publication of the Confidential Information.

The Recipient shall be obligated to treat as the Confidential Information the information that is disclosed by the Discloser either (a) in writing and marked as confidential or similar legend at the time of disclosure; or (b) in any other manner provided it is treated as confidential at the time of disclosure and is summarized and designated as confidential in a written memorandum delivered to the Recipient within thirty (30) days of the disclosure.  The Recipient shall only use the Confidential Information disclosed by the Discloser for the purpose(s) specified by the Discloser at the time of disclosure.  The Recipient is prohibited from using such Confidential Information for any other purposes.

5. 
Information shall not be deemed confidential and the Recipient shall have no obligation with respect to any information which (a) is already known to the Recipient without a duty of confidentiality before receipt from the Discloser; (b) is or becomes publicly known through no wrongful act of the Recipient; (c) is rightfully received by the Recipient from a third party without a duty of confidentiality; (d) can be established through the Recipient's written records as having been independently developed by the Recipient; (e) is authorized by the Discloser for release; or (f) is furnished by the Discloser to a third party without a duty of confidentiality.  If the Recipient is required to disclose the Confidential Information to a governmental agency or court of law, the Recipient agrees to give the Discloser notice so that the Discloser may contest the disclosure or obtain a protective order.

6. 
The Discloser warrants that it has the right to make the disclosures under this Agreement.  ALL INFORMATION IS FURNISHED “AS IS”. THE DISCLOSER MAKES NO WARRANTY, EXPRESS, IMPLIED OR STATUTORY, INCLUDING ANY IMPLIED WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE WITH RESPECT THERETO.

7. 
All Confidential Information shall be and remain the property of the Discloser. The written Confidential Information, and any copies thereof, shall be promptly returned to the Discloser upon written request, or if destroyed at the Discloser’s option, Recipient shall provide a written confirmation for such effect.

8. 
Neither party acquires any intellectual property rights under this Agreement except the limited right to use the Confidential Information.  The Recipient shall cease from using any of the Confidential Information upon the request of the Discloser.

9.
Neither party has an obligation under this Agreement to purchase any product or service from the other party or to offer for sale of products using or incorporating the Confidential Information.

10.
The parties do not intend to create any agency or partnership relationship between them by this Agreement.

11.
Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as a representation that either party will not independently pursue similar business opportunities, provided that the obligation of this Agreement is not breached.

12.
This Agreement is not assignable and constitutes the entire understanding and agreement between the parties as to its subject matter and merges and supersedes all previous communications with respect to their obligations of confidentiality.  No addition to or modification of this Agreement shall be binding on either party, unless reduced to writing and signed by each party.

13.This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Republic 

of China.

甲、乙就雙方過去、現在或未來業務往來所為之營業秘密提供等事宜，茲同意條款如後：

第一條：定義
下列應用於本契約之項目，除依文義需另做解釋外，係指本條陳述之意義：

1.1 ‘甲方’或‘乙方’係指簽訂本契約之主體及其現在或未來之國內外分公司、子公司、辦事處、工廠、關係企業、其他營業組織或與本約有關之員工。

1.2 ‘智慧財產權’係指專利權、商標權、著作權、工業設計、專門技術、營業秘密及/或積體電路電路設計、佈局及其所涵蓋的標的、權能、實施權及申請權。

1.3 ‘營業秘密’係指具有財產利益或經濟價值的任何機密資訊（料），包括但不限於圖樣、原型、製程、程式、概念、發現、模具、著作原件、操作手冊、產品規格、專門技術、晶片、銷售資料、技術資料、財務資料及經營資料，且該機密資料亦不限於書面之資料。

第二條：保密義務
2.1
乙方瞭解甲方向其提供或揭露之營業秘密係為特殊而有價值之資產，乙方應以善良管理人之注意義務保管該營業秘密，未經甲方事前書面同意，不得將該營業秘密洩漏或交付任何個人、合夥、法人、機關或非法人團體。但乙方為執行與甲方間業務或交易關係，得允許其有必要知道之員工接觸該營業秘密。若乙方有違背本同意書任一條款，同意承擔並賠償甲方損失。

(1) 2.2
前項所述之營業秘密若有下列情形之一者，則不受本契約保護：

(2) 該機密資料於提供或揭露時已為眾所周知。

(3) 該機密資料非因乙方之過失而成為眾所周知。

(4) 該機密資料係乙方從第三人所合法且未為限制的情況下所取得。

2.3  營業秘密若因其一部份具有2.2 (1) ~ (3) 情形之一者，該營業秘密其餘部分仍受本契約之保護。

第三條：權利歸屬

3.1
乙方所接受或知悉之營業秘密的權利及利益，仍屬甲方之財產。乙方應於甲方請求時，將該營業秘密及其複製物全數立即反還甲方。
3.2
甲方提供或揭露營業秘密予乙方並不構成任何智慧財產權之授權、讓與、或出租，而且該營業秘密之提供或揭露亦不構成任何保障。

第四條：政府許可

4.1
乙方依本契約從甲方所取得獲知之技術資料，如在輸出當時,美國政府或其所屬機構對該技術資料或具有該技術資料的產品有輸出執照或批准的要求時，在未獲得該輸出執照或批准前,甲方不得於本國境內銷售或出口至其他國家。
第五條：不正當競爭之禁止

5.1
乙方不得直接或間接利用甲方之營業秘密或智慧財產權，從事任何與甲方營業競爭之行為或妨礙甲方與客戶間之交易行為，包括但不限於對甲方客戶報價、與甲方客戶交易、與甲方客戶接觸或向甲方客戶揭露產品係乙方所代工或提供。

第六條：一般條款

6.1
本契約經雙方簽署後即生效。

本契約非經雙方代表人書面同意不得修改。

6.3
如乙方違反本契約任何條款者，甲方得隨時終止本契約之一部或全部，如致甲方受有損害，並應負損害賠償責任。

6.4
因本契約所生之任何民事爭議，經雙方友好協商仍未獲得解決者，甲乙雙方同意交由中華民國商務仲裁協會依其仲裁規則仲裁之。

6.5 因本契約所生之訴訟，雙方同意由新竹地方法院為第一審管轄法院。

6.6 本保密契約書有效期限五年。
